I have also been very busy with the consular work with the rise in de-
mand due to extra documents to be attested and certified due to
COVID. Now that the borders are starting to open, the inquiries
about visas and restrictions for travellers to Sti LLanka have increased.

We hope and pray that 2022 will be a better year for all
of us. Wishing you all: readers, well-wishers and the
team that produces this wonderful newsletter, a Happy
and Prosperous New Year.

“Pongal™ literally means overflowing and is named ﬁu

so because of the tradition of cooking new rice in & —
pots until they overflow which is a symbol of abundance and prosper-
ity.

Thai Pongal is a festival dedicated to the sun by farmers who depend
on Mother Nature for their staple food, rice. Women decorate the
central courtyard of their homes with beautiful designs (called ko-
lams). Families gather to rejoice and share their joy of their harvests

with others. In the eatly morning the Sun is offered a "Pongal" of rice,
milk and jaggery. Worship of sun is the principal activity.

Houses and surroundings are cleaned, and people bathe early in the
morning and wear traditional attire.

The festival extends to four days. First day is called Bhogi. On this
day, people light bonfires with wooden furniture at home that are no
longer useful. The Second day is Thai Pongal when people feast and
give each other gifts. The third day is Maattu Pongal and the fourth
day is called Kaanum Pongal.

On Maattu Pongal, prayers are offered to cows. The cows are adorned
with bells and flowers. Women perform aarati to rid of any evil eye
and seck the animal’s blessings.

Kaanum Pongal or ‘Seeing’ Pongal day is dedicated to paying visits to
relatives and friends and for exchanging gifts. They also reward the
labourers who helped them with the harvest.

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The History of Sri Lanka's Muslim Communities

When discussing multiculturalism in Sri Lanka one encounters a
unique conflation of religion and ethnicity in the term “Muslim”.
Globally, the term “Muslim” specifies adherents of Islam, whereas in
Sti Lanka it refers to an amalgamation of religion and ethnicity. Vari-
ous groups whose ethnic, cultural, and linguistic customs distinctly
differ are often categorised as Muslims.

Communities that practice Islam in Sri Lanka have been present on
the island for millennia, as evident in the presence of the ancient Al
Abrar Mosque in Beruwala which was built in 920AD, regarded as
the oldest mosque on the island. This confirms at least over a millen-
nium of intercultural exchange between Sri Lankan and Islamic com-
munities around the world.

Many communities practic-
ing Islam were free settlers
in Ceylon. These commu-
nities include Moors who
trace their ancestry back to
the Middle East and Persia.
The Bohora and Memon
communities trace their
ancestry to Gujarat in In-
dia. The Malay and Javan
communities are descendants from vatious ethnic groups in modern
day Indonesia and Malaysia, whereas the enigmatic Afghans of Sri
Lanka trace their ancestry to Afghanistan and central Asia.

A

These communities suffused Sti LLanka with a wealth of cultural, lin-
- guistic, economic, and gastronomic contributions which are presently
ubiquitous in Sri Lanka. Nasi Goreng (fried rice), dodol, sambols,
sarongs, the Malay language and batik were introduced by Malay and
Javan communities. Malay soldiers famed for their martial skills par-
took in many historical conflicts and were prized within the armies of
various Kingdoms in Ceylon. The Malay community was also instru-
mental in forming the Ceylon fire brigade and police force.

The Moorts introduced Middle Eastern delicacies such as falooda,
muscat, saruwath, biryani, colourful Fez Hats, and the language of

trade networks for which Tambapanni was famed around the world
were consolidated by Moorish Traders.

The Bohora community was integral to the initial textile trade net-
' works between Sti Lanka and India, which was based in Pettah. Af-
ghan Sri Lankans were famed for horse breeding and elephant con-
E servation as well as building the railways and their staunch opposi-
tion to impetrialism.

The accounts above are only a superficial outline of the vast contri-
butions of communities and living cultures that practice Islam in Sri
Lanka, and we encourage readers to seeck out more information
about these fascinating and distinct Sti Lankan communities. Infor-
mation on various Islamic ethnic groups is accessible through the

\ documentary series “Lost and Forgotten” and the work of Aamina
Muhsin available through Youtube.

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Stories Behind Names of Places in Stri Lanka:
How “Parakaduwa” got its Name

Parakaduwa is a small village in the district of Sabaragamuwa. The
word “Kaduwa” (sword) itself reveals that it is a name based on a war
situation. Sword was the commonly used weapon at war all over the
world before the invention of the gun. The sword was the symbol of
power. Even today, the sword is a symbol of power, displayed in the
ceremonial dress of heads of forces.

“Para” is a word used to give the meaning
“foreign”.”Paraya” means an outsider. “Ath
veda”, “Para veda” means your work and the work
of others ..”Para” is also used in the context of
mean action or, low qualities. “para balla”.

Biggest threat to the King of Seethawaka, the Sin-
hala King, was from the Portuguese. They were
determined to topple the King. But it was not
that easy for the Portuguese as the war power of the Seethawaka King
was somewhat strong with veteran soldiers.

In the battle with the Portuguese there was one Sri Lankan key soldier
with a huge sword that was decorated with silver. The sword was so
heavy that only that person could handle it. It was a tense battle and
the role of the unique man with the unique sword was helpful to win
the battle preserving the Kingdom of Seethawaka Rajasinghe.

After the battle the huge sword used in the battle that contributed to
winning the battle became the talk of the area. People began to visit
the worrior’s house to see the large sword . Hence it was the sword
that killed the foreigners that identified it as “PARA KADUWA”
(The sword that cut the foreigners). Over time, the place became
“PARAKADUWA”.
